They may be
big or small, but every dog
makes a wonderful friend!

MEET THE DOGS!



Dogs are mammals with soft fur, wagging tails,
and sharp teeth for chewing food. They can run
quickly, bark loudly, and use their strong senses
to explore. Dogs belong to the Canidae family,
with cousins like wolves and foxes.

WHAT DOGS ARE LIKE



Dogs live almost everywhere in
the world! Pet dogs live with
people in homes, farms, and
cities. Some dogs live and
work outdoors, helping farmers
or rescuers. Wild dogs, like
dingoes and wolves, live in
forests, deserts, or mountains.

WHERE DOGS LIVE



A mother dog gives birth to
puppies, usually in a cozy, quiet
spot. Puppies are born with their
eyes closed. They drink their
mother’s milk and grow fast. As
they get older, they learn to
walk, run, and play—and soon
become loyal adult dogs.

FROM PUPPY TO DOG



Dogs communicate in many ways! They bark,
growl, whine, or wag their tails to show how
they feel. A wagging tail often means a
happy dog, while a growl warns others to
stay away. They also use their noses to smell
and learn about the world around them.

HOW DOGS COMMUNICATE



DINNERTIME FOR DOGS
Dogs are omnivores, which means
they can eat both meat and plants.
Pet dogs eat dog food made with
meat, grains, and vegetables. Wild
dogs hunt animals like rabbits or
deer. All dogs need fresh water
every day!



Dogs are pack animals—they love company!
They enjoy being with their family, whether
that’s other dogs or their human owners.
They show love by wagging, licking, or
snuggling close.

FAMILY AND FRIENDS



Dogs are more than pets—they’re
helpers, too! Guide dogs help
people who are blind, police dogs
help find clues, and rescue dogs
help people during emergencies.
Some dogs even visit hospitals to
cheer people up!

HELPING HUMANS



A dog’s nose print is as unique as
a human fingerprint.
Dogs can hear sounds four times
farther away than people can. 
The world’s fastest dog is the
greyhound—it can run up to 70
kilometers per hour!
